Worship in the Episcopal Church is participatory and 

embodied. We stand and kneel, make the sign of the 

cross at times, sing and breathe together, and walk 

forward for communion each week. You are welcome 

to participate at your own comfort level. You will 

likely see people engaging differently at different 

times. One of the gifts of the Episcopal tradition is 

that there are a variety of ‘right’ ways to participate. 

 

Restrooms 

Exit at the side door at the front of the church and go 

down the hall. They are the first and second doors on 

the left side of the hallway. 

 

What do I do? 

This service booklet will give you the words you need 

and instructions. The words in bold print are said by 

everyone. Hymns can be found either in this booklet 

or in the blue or green hymnals in your pew. 

 

May I have communion? 

Yes. All may come forward to receive communion (or 

the Eucharist.) No one is required to receive. We are 

serving both bread and wine. You may choose to re-

ceive at your own comfort level, both bread and wine 

or just bread. You may also come forward with your 

arms crossed over your chest for a blessing, or you 

may choose not to come forward at all. Children may 

receive at any age. 

 

Worshiping with Kids 

Joyful noise is most welcome here. Many families find 

that sitting close to the front helps children to see 

and engage better with the service. There is a staffed 

nursery located down the hall. We also have a rock-

ing chair in the back of church for parents with in-

fants.

Holy Gospel          Luke 24:13-35 
   

The Holy Gospel of Our Lord Jesus Christ according to Luke. 

Glory to you, Lord Christ. 
 

Now on that same day two of Jesus' disciples were going to a village called Emmaus, about seven 

miles from Jerusalem, and talking with each other about all these things that had happened. While 

they were talking and discussing, Jesus himself came near and went with them, but their eyes were 

kept from recognizing him. And he said to them, “What are you discussing with each other while you 

walk along?” They stood still, looking sad. Then one of them, whose name was Cleopas, answered 

him, “Are you the only stranger in Jerusalem who does not know the things that have taken place 

there in these days?” He asked them, “What things?” They replied, “The things about Jesus of Naza-

reth, who was a prophet mighty in deed and word before God and all the people, and how our chief 

priests and leaders handed him over to be condemned to death and crucified him. But we had hoped 

that he was the one to redeem Israel. Yes, and besides all this, it is now the third day since these 
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things took place. Moreover, some women of our group astounded us. They were at the tomb early this 

morning, and when they did not find his body there, they came back and told us that they had indeed 

seen a vision of angels who said that he was alive. Some of those who were with us went to the tomb 

and found it just as the women had said; but they did not see him.” Then he said to them, “Oh, how 

foolish you are, and how slow of heart to believe all that the prophets have declared! Was it not neces-

sary that the Messiah should suffer these things and then enter into his glory?” Then beginning with Mo-

ses and all the prophets, he interpreted to them the things about himself in all the scriptures. 

As they came near the village to which they were going, he walked ahead as if he were going on. But they 

urged him strongly, saying, “Stay with us, because it is almost evening and the day is now nearly over.” So 

he went in to stay with them. When he was at the table with them, he took bread, blessed and broke it, 

and gave it to them. Then their eyes were opened, and they recognized him; and he vanished from their 

sight. They said to each other, “Were not our hearts burning within us while he was talking to us on the 

road, while he was opening the scriptures to us?” That same hour they got up and returned to Jerusa-

lem; and they found the eleven and their companions gathered together. They were saying, “The Lord 

has risen indeed, and he has appeared to Simon!” Then they told what had happened on the road, and 

how he had been made known to them in the breaking of the bread.
